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The Monongahela Rowing Club Incorporated is a group of about
100 people in Morgantown who have tried to revive the rowing
sport on the Monongahela. Sixty of them are WVU men and women
students who in a few years have spread the name of the insti-
tution and Morgantown’s river to majot competitive races in
which they attained national rankings, in spite of inadequate
training facilities and second-hand equipment.
